British Columbia has one of the highest proportions
of protected land of any jurisdiction in the world.
Almost 15 percent of the land is protected, with

a wide range of provincial parks, national parks
and UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Alongside
your veteran expedition team, go ashore and
explore several remote locations where few people
venture. Discover hidden gems by Zodiac and
kayak, navigating the tidal narrows that lead to the
backs of bays while scanning for bears along the
rocky shoreline and meadows such as Gilttoyees
Inlet.
